Dear Parents/Guardians of Catholic Students,

Easter Celebration 2026

“Do not be afraid; for I know that you seek Jesus who was crucified. He is not here; for he has

risen” (Matthew 28: 5-6).

Easter is the most important liturgical time for Catholics and is at the heart of our faith that our
Lord Jesus Christ died on the cross and rose from the dead three days later. The resurrection of Jesus
proves to us that life extends beyond physical death, promising eternal and transformed life in God’s
presence.

It is the vocation of God that your child was called to be baptized and has become a beloved
child of God and a member of the Universal Church. It is also God’s calling that your child is studying
in a Roman Catholic school. With sincerity, we invite you to bring your child to participate in the
Easter Triduum this Easter. The Easter Triduum is a single, continuous three-day liturgical celebration
(Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday) that commemorates the Passion, Death, and
Resurrection of Jesus. Therefore, we ought to participate in the entire celebration—the liturgies of all
three days. If you plan to travel during the holidays, please arrange to depart only after the Triduum,
or ensure that you participate in the Triduum liturgies while abroad.

The time for the Triduum celebration at each parish will be published in the Sunday Examiner

later. The schedule of the liturgies held in our school chapel (179 Third Street) is as follows:

2/4  Holy Thursday The Lord’s Supper 8:00 p.m.
3/4  Good Friday ( Fasting and abstinence )
Way of the cross 1:30 p.m.
The Lord’s Passion 3:00 p.m.
4/4  Holy Saturday The Easter Vigil in the Holy Night ~ 8:00 p.m.
5/4  Sunday Easter Sunday 9:30 a.m.

Parents are encouraged to attend Easter celebrations with your child to recall and rediscover the
grace of baptism. If your child has not received the Sacrament of Reconciliation within the past
month, we kindly ask you to encourage him to embrace this gift in preparation for the celebration of
Easter.

Happy Easter! May the joy of the risen Lord fill your heart!
